


Factoring Quadratic Polynomials
Setup: 
   Put terms in Descending Order 
   Make the First Term Positive
   Take out the GCF (Greatest Common Factor)
   Choose a factoring method

Note: If factorability tests do not work (AD=BC or AC method), 
then completing the square or the quadratic formula (for 3-terms) 
or more advanced (college algebra) polynomial factoring methods must be used.

Greenebox Algorithm
Put 4 terms in the 2x2 box and take out GCF's 


Four Terms
Check Factorability with AD=BC


Two or Three Terms
Create the middle terms using AC-method
