Triangles

The name of a triangle is related to either the type of angles it has or the lengths of the sides.

Sides:

1. If all the sides are equal (i.e. the same length), it is called an equilateral triangle (lateral means “sides”, and equil means “equal”)

2. If two sides are equal, it is called an isosceles triangle.

3. If none of the sides are the same length, it is called a scalene triangle.

Angles:

1. If one of the angles is 90º (i.e. it has a right angle), then it is called a right  triangle.

2. If all three angles are smaller than 90º, then it is called an acute triangle.

3. If one angle is wider than 90º, then it is called an obtuse triangle.
